Essential Functions:

e Prepares and serves food items in accordance with menu specifications and established food
safety practices as directed by supervisor

e Ensures that proper sanitation and food safety procedures are followed during clean up
Operates and cleans various kitchen equipment.

e In the absence of department supervision, maintains good order and discipline while on shift and
reports any violations in accordance with Mission and department policy

e Works in harmony with all staff, guests and volunteers modeling Christ-like character and
conduct

e Trains, supervises and functions as the staff point person for the staff, guests and volunteers
performing tasks in cooperation with the food services team

e Perform other duties as assigned.
