Our Kindergarten is registered with 
the Pennsylvania Department of 
Education. Children who graduate from 
our Kindergarten program successfully 
transition into first grade in either public or 
private school.

Admission

Children from lower income families living 
within the School District of Lancaster will 
receive priority for admission.

After May 1, admission is offered on a first 
come, first served basis.

Admission Guidelines

1.	 Children entering Kindergarten must be 
5 years old prior to September 1 of the 
current school year.

2.	 Children entering K-4 must be 4 years 
old prior to September 1 of the current 
school year.

3.	 Children entering K-3 must be turning 4 
years old by the end of February of the 
current school year.

4.	 Children must be toilet trained 
and have current immunizations 
and a physical.

Applications are accepted beginning in early 
March for the following school year. Initial 
enrollment period runs from early March to 
May 1. Parents will be notified of their child’s 
enrollment status after May 1.

Additional applications will be processed 
until classes are filled or until January 15, 
whichever comes first. After January, only 
children who have previously been enrolled 
in a Pre-K or Kindergarten classroom will be 
transferred into the program provided there 
is space available.
