Work with life coaches and partners to support treatment plans
Establish client goals and make appropriate referrals to community agencies for housing, employment,
education, counseling, healthcare, childcare, parenting, etc.
Represent Water Street at community meetings
Maintain expertise is niche areas as assigned by Director
Work with and coordinate community volunteers as needed
Work collaboratively with all staff and in partnership with other departments, attending meetings as needed
Facilitate treatment planning meetings for guests served
Maintain accurate records
Perform other duties as assigned
